5. According to the 2000 census, how many people pay at least $1500 in rent per month in the District of Columbia.

6. Case:  A large commercial building has just been abandoned in the same area where the rent on residential buildings is at least $1500.  The city government is considering rezoning the area to be residential.  A builder now wishes to rezone and renovate the building. 9. What is the percentage of Virginia’s population with a Bachelor’s degree or more from the 2000 census?  How might this effect the job market in Virginia?

10. Using ‘Historical Income Tables’, compare the male median income, of all races, for the years 1947 and 2000.
