If you are in class for the first hour but not the second hour, or vice versa, it will count as one-half of an absence. 

Note that you get several “free” absences.  This is because ALL ABSENCES COUNT AS ABSENCES, REGARDLESS OF WHY YOU ARE ABSENT!!!!!  There are no “excused” absences.  Thus, you need not bother with doctor’s notes, emails explaining why you missed class, athletic schedules, etc. etc. because you already are getting the absences you need.  Anyway, if you do lose points for excessive absences, you can always add points back by doing  extra credit.  Note that if you miss more than 10 classes, you will fail regardless of test scores or any other extra credit.  If you come to class too late, or leave too early, you should not sign (or have signed) the attendance sheet.  Any day on which you are in class less than half of the class duration will be counted as an absence.

The attendance sheet is the “official” record of your attendance.  If your name is not on the attendance sheet for a given day, you are counted as absent for that day.  Telling me that you came in late and forgot to sign the attendance sheet is not a substitute for signing the sheet.  In other words, be responsible and either show up on time for class or be sure to sign the attendance sheet if you get to class late.  Your memory of how many classes you think you missed will not substitute for my actual record of your signatures. 

Attendance will be taken by passing around a sheet on which you will sign your name (first and last, not just one or the other or your initials).  Sign it the same way every time, as I do look at the signatures to be sure no one else has signed for you.  

I will not keep a running total of your absences; if you are wanting to know how many absences you have, you will need to come to my office during my office hours and look through the attendance sheets.  I will not respond to emails asking how many absences you have.
