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RADFORD UNIVERSITY
PROGRAM OF STUDY

All undergraduate students at Radford complete an essentidly similar overdl program of study. To earn
an undergraduate degree from Radford University, dl students must fulfill three sets of complementary
requirements. generd education requirements, mgjor requirements, and requirements associated with the
student's specific degree option. In addition, students must earn enough credit hours in eective courses
to complete the minimum number of overdl semester hours required for graduation. As part of their
academic programs, many students take advantage of experientia learning opportunities that include
study abroad, internships, clinica work, service learning, and many other waysto "learn while doing."

In designing these requirements, the faculty at Radford has made every effort to develop an overal
academic program that is cohesive and purposeful. In other words, the expectation is that students do
more than successfully complete a collection of unrdlated courses. Rather, faculty want sudentsto
graduate with carefully thought-out and well-integrated programs of study that will provide them with the
ills, knowledge, and perspectives they will need to be successful in their careers and to live productive
and meaningful lives

General Education Requirements (50 hours)

Courses designated as fulfilling generd education requirements provide the sirong liberd arts foundetion
upon which the remainder of the student's academic program rests. While students are expected to
complete course work in eight broad areas of study, they typically have consderable latitude in course
sdection within the mgority of these areas. Some mgjors demongtrate the interrelatedness of the genera
education and mgor curricula by encouraging sudents to meet program requirements through passing
specific genera education courses. For example, nursing majors are required to take Introduction to
Sociology, and they are advised to use this course to partidly fulfill their genera education socid and
behaviora science requirement.

Major Requirements (30-105 hours)

A mgjor represents the sudent's principd field of study. Approximately one-third of dl freshmen enter
Radford without a declared mgjor, and doing so is an excellent choice for students who wish to explore
various disciplines before they commit to afiedd of study. Entering the university as"Pre-mgor very
rarely affects on€'s ability to graduate on time. However, al students are encouraged to decide upon a
magjor by the beginning of the sophomore year in order to make timely progress toward a degree.
Numerous resources are available to assst the student in making an informed decison.

Within each discipline, faculty has established a curriculum that must be successfully completed by
magors. Some colleges have established a core curriculum for each of its mgjors; eg., adl sudents
earning Bachdor of Busness Administration degreesin the College of Business and Economics
complete aBusiness Core aswell as courses in the pecific mgor. Smilarly, some mgors with multiple



concentrations (e.g., Media Studies) have established a core curriculum to be taken by al ther mgors,
with additional specific course requirements for each concentration.

Degree Requirements (6-12 hours)

A degree represents both the academic level of aprogram (e.g., Radford's undergraduate students will
earn a Bachelor's degree) and the generd category into which it falls (Arts, Science, Business
Adminidration, etc.). At Radford, the term "Arts' implies alanguage requirement; thus, sudents earning
aBachelor of Arts degree will have completed 6-12 hours of a Single foreign language, with the precise
amount of language required for the B.A. determined by the student's foreign language background.
Courses meeting requirements in other categories (e.g., Bachelor of Science, Bachelor of Business
Adminigtration, Bachelor of Fine Arts, etc.) are chosen by the faculty in specific colleges or mgors.
Such courses are designed to both complement and supplement the mgor requirements.

Electives (0-34 hours)

All students graduating from Radford must pass a minimum of 120 semester hours. (A few mgors
require more than 120.) While students in certain tightly- constructed majors have no eective courses,
most students will need to take coursesin addition to those meeting the requirements listed above to
reach the 120 hour minimum. Theoreticaly, these courses may be taken in any discipline; dectives offer
students the opportunity Jo explore avariety of unfamiliar academic disciplines to broaden thelr
intellectud horizons.

However, many students opt to structure their eective coursesinto aminor-a secondary field of study
consgting of 15-24 hours designated by a discipline-or (if possible) a second mgor. Choosing a minor
to complement the mgjor is an excellent way to prepare oneself for acareer or graduate sudies.

The materiasin this booklet are designed to provide a broad overview of Radford's academic program.
More specific information about Radford's academic programs and policies may be found in the RU
Undergraduate Cata og; students should familiarize themsel ves with this publication. Students academic
advisors and their Advisng Centers are avallable to assst them in making good decisions as they
complete program requirements and explore experientia learning opportunities. Indeed, advisors can be
invaluable resources as students work to achieve their academic, career and persond gods. However,
ultimate responsibility for meeting all stated requirements for the degree rests with the student.

GENERAL EDUCATION PROGRAM

Program Mission

Radford Universty is committed to the development of mature, responsible, well-educated citizens. In
addition to acquiring a diverse body of knowledge, such persons must possess alove of learning and a
range of intellectua skills that enable them to meet the chalenges and redlize the promises of our
complex, multi-culturd, ever-changing world. The primary misson of Radford Universty's Genera
Education Program isto provide undergraduates with a solid foundation for lifelong learning. This
foundation includes knowledge, skills, and experiences necessary for advanced study in academic
disciplines and for personad growth as responsible, productive members of society.

Program Goals

To fulfill the mission of the Generd Education Program, the university has designed a 50-hour curriculum
with anumber of generd and specific goas to be met by adl undergraduate students.

Upon completion of the Generd Education Program, students should be able to:
Think critically and creetively about idess, issues, problems, and texts both within and across
academic disciplines.
Congtruct logica and persuasive arguments.
Employ avariety of research methods and styles of inquiry.
Use gppropriate computer technologies to gather and organize information, to solve problems, and
to communicate idess.
Work with othersin a shared process of inquiry and problem solving.
Identify the persond and culturd vaues that shape decisonsin public, professond, and private life,
and assess the ethical implications of those decisions.

Knowledge Area Goals

In addition to supporting the six broad program godss, the genera education curriculum is designed to
ensure that students gain knowledge, abilities, and experiences in eight important areas of study:
communication, fine arts, health and wellness, humanities, internationa and interculturd studies,
mathematical sciences, physicd and naturd sciences, and socid and behaviord sciences.

Area 1: Communication (6-9 credit hours)
Communication skills are essentid to successin univerdty sudies, professord careers, and socid

interaction. The ability to read, write, speek, and listen effectively is the foundation upon which learning
is based.



Upon successful completion of this area of the curriculum, students should be able to:
Read primary and secondary texts in English with comprehension.
Write effective prose which takes into account arange of audiences, purposes, and
contexts.
Ligten attentively and participate effectively in ord discusson.
Speak with darity and purposein avariety of socid and professiona contexts.

Area 2. Fine Arts (3-6 credit hours)

The fine arts--theatre, music, dance, art--define us as human beings through creetive expresson of both
individuas and culturd groups. The arts awaken our senses, simulate imaginative thinking, and provide
indght into human cultures present and padt.

Upon successful completion of this area of the curriculum, students should be able to:

Understand the arts as a direct means of expression and crestive thinking.

Understand the arts as a means of communication across cultures and as a link with past
cultures.

Understand how the arts function within cultures on persond, socid, or practica levels by
awakening the senses, touching emations, communicating ideas, and inspiring or chalenging
audiences.

Identify forma characterigtics of artworks.

|dentify the emotional and intellectua content of artworks.

|dentify styligtic characterigtics of artworksasthey rdlateto anindividud artist, group of artists,
artistic movement, historical period, and ethnic or geographical context.

Area 3. Health and Wellness (3 credit hours)

The qudity of life for individuas and communitiesislargely dependent on the choices we make.
Informed decisions about hedthful behavior, leisure activity, and interaction with the natura environment
can enhance both persona and societal well-being.

Upon successful completion of this area of the curriculum, students should be able to:

Area 4. Humanities (6-9 credit hours)

The humanities--religious sudies, philosophy, literature, and classics--address fundamenta questions
about the meaning and vaue of life. These disciplines sudy humanity in an historical context and express
humankind's most profound understanding of itself and its place in the world.

Upon successful completion of this area of the curriculum, students should be able to:
Demondrate a basic knowledge of the nature and methods of inquiry in the humanities
Demondtrate an understanding of the importance of the human quest for meaning, vaue, and
order inlife.
Andyze and evauate different views of the meaning, vaue, and purpose of human life.
Interpret and critically evaluate classical and contemporary works of literature as diverse
expressions of the human condition.
Discussin speech and writing the relevance of the search for meaning to their own lives.

Area5. International and Intercultural Studies (3-6 hours)

In the world of the 21% century -- aworld of multinational organizations and transnationa economies, of
planetary crises and globa opportunities -- understanding and communication among people of different
nations and cultures are ever more important. An awareness of different culturd traditions and vaues
and an understanding of the relationships amnong peoples and nations are essentid for effective and
respongible participation in the globa community.

Upon successful completion of this area of the curriculum, students should be able to:
Demondrate an awareness of the diversity of cultures both within and beyond the United
States.
Anayze smilarities and differences between their own and other cultures that affect
perceptions, bdiefs, and behaviors.
Demondrate an understanding of the centra place of language in shaping thinking, vaues,
and other aspects of culture.
Identify and discuss important globa issues that highlight the relationships among peoples
and nations.

Area 6. Mathematical Sciences (6 credit hours)

Mathematical skills are essentid to success in awide range of academic disciplines, professond careers,
and dally activities. The ability to andyze and solve problems usng numbers and symbolsis indispensable
in the natural and socid sciences, in the development of technology, and many aspects of dally life.

Upon successful completion of this area of the curriculum, students should be able to:
Understand and express rel ationships among numeric, symbolic, and graphica information.
Demondtrate problem:-solving techniques involving pattern recognition, models and the
condruction of logical mathematica arguments.
Recognize the gpplications of mathematicsin their mgor fiedds and in ther lives and careers.



Area 7. Physical and Natural Sciences (8 credit Hours)

The natura sciencesBphysics, geology, chemistry, biologyBhave shaped the modern world and our way of
thinking about the world. An understanding of both the methodology and knowledge produced by
scientific inquiry permits us to interpret, influence, and protect the world we livein.

Upon successful completion of this area of the curriculum, students should be ble to:
Comprehend the empirica nature of science.
Identify scientific problems and gpply scientific methods.
Extend scientific problem solving skillsto avariety of Stuations.
Relate the basic principles of scienceto theworld at large.
Understand the relations between science, technology, and society.

Area 8. Social and Behavioral Sciences (12-15) credit hours)

The socid and behaviord sciencesBsociology, psychology, political science, history, geography,
economics, anthropologyBexamine the many factors that influence behavior an the ways in which human
relations are structured across time and cultures. The socia sciences provide avariety of perspectives,
theories and methods for understanding and analyzing ourselves and our world.

Upon successful completion of this area of the curriculum, students hould be able to:
Demondtrate an understanding of how socia scientists go about raisng questions, formulating
theories, and solving problems.
Demondrate an understanding of the psychologicd, socid, and culturd factors that shape ideas
and behavior.
Demondrate an understanding of the diverse ways in which human relaions have been structured
across time and cultures.
Use knowledge and skills acquired from the socid and behaviora sciences to evauate and
interpret individua and collective behavior.

Alternative M eans of Fulfilling General Education Requirements

Recognizing the diverse backgrounds and educationa experiences of its sudents, Radford University
provides a number of dternatives for fulfilling the 50-hour Genera Education requirement.

Students achieving appropriate scores on College Level Examination Program (CLEP) subject
exams or on College Board Advanced Placement (AP) Tests may receive credit toward completion of
Generd Education requirements in specific Knowledge Aress.

Students who can demonstrate that their previous learning experiences are relevant to a particular
course gpproved for General Education credit may choose to earn credit for that course by chdlenge
examination. Individua departments are responsible for determining which courses may be chalenged
for credit by exam.

Students admitted to Radford University with an Associate' s Degree from a Virginia Community
College based on a bacca aureate- oriented sequence of courses will be consdered to have satisfied the
Genera Education requirement. Community college students completing the Transfer Module will
receive credit toward completion of the requirement. For further information on the various options for
fulfilling the General Education requirement, students should refer to the appropriate sections of the
Undergraduate Catalog and should consult with their academic advisers.

Characteristics of General Education Cour ses

The Generd Education curriculum provides students with considerable flexibility in the choice of courses
in the eght Knowledge Areas. At the same time, the program aims to provide students with the shared
experience of belonging to a community of learners. This common learning experience prepares al
Radford University students for advanced study in the academic discipline of their choice aswdll asfor
alifetime of persond growth as thoughtful, productive members of society. To foster this sense of
common purpose, al courses approved for the Generd Education program share a number of essentid
features:

C Each courseisdesgned to help students achieve the learning gods established for a particular
Knowledge Area of the program.

C Each courseisdesgned to help students develop the intellectud skills, abilities, and competencies
identified by the broad gods of the program.

C Each courseisdesgned to incorporate multiple methods of ingtruction in order to engage students
actively in the learning process

C Each courseisdesigned to incorporate multiple methods of assessment in order to measure
student progress in achieving the course-pecific goads as well as the Knowledge Area gods and
the broad Genera Education program goals.

C Eachcourseistaught by afaculty member who has an understanding and commitment to the
mission, gods, and objectives of the Generd Educeation program.

It is your respongbility to: initiate and maintain contact with your advisor; discuss Stuations and issues
that affect your academic performance (such as work and family commitments); learn basic university,
college and departmentd requirements, policies and procedures and to accept your responsibility for
meeting and abiding by them; and seek assstance when you need it.

HUMAN DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM

The human development mgor includes a core of courses emphasizing devel opmenta issues encountered across the
lifespan. These courses provide a strong focus for the Day Care Teaching and Administration concentration and serve
as supporting courses for students in other mgjors across campus.

With 15 million children in childcare programs, the need for educated, qudified professondsis very gpparent and long
lagting. Child day- care centers serve working parents and provide necessary child care to families where, due to
economic needs, one parent returns to school to further their education in preparation for better paying jobs or find
him/hersdf forced to return to the nation’ s work force. Some programs offer 24-hour care for children whose parents
work night shifts.

Childcare centers focus on cognitive, socid, emationa and physical growth of young children usudly through about age
eight. Many child care centers offer before and after school programs for school age children who stay at day care a
portion of the day when not in school. As a student in the Human Deve opment maor, you will be learning about

egtablishing program goals and objectives,

organizing the learning environment jot encourage both written and oral communication, planning leaning
activities to meet program objectives,

evauding program ddivery, encouraging children’s autonomy,

understanding and accepting professond authority,

implementing Strategies and techniques for guiding child behavior,

understanding perspectives of play as education, and

developing skills needed to work with families, parents, colleagues in the childcare center and the community

Human Devel opment mgors could gregtly benefit and enhance their program with aminor in business adminigtration.
The university catalog (College of Business and Economics) provides a complete list of courses required to complete
this minor. Other popular minors include specia education, computer science, art, music, sociology and psychology. As
adways, it is strongly recommended that you discuss your plans to complete this minor with your academic adviser.

Practical Experience

Studentsin the Day Care Teaching and Administration concentration have the opportunity to gain practica experiencein
working with two-, three-, and four-year oldsin the campus laboratory nursery school, the Early Development and
Learning Program (EDLP). Laboratory experiences in the EDLP offer students an opportunity to observe young
children, learn about motor and physical development, play as an age appropriate way to learn and build cognition, and
social growth. Students may dso find that working with young children in the EDLP will confirm their career choice.

In addition to observing and working with young children in the EDLP, two practica classes provide work experiences
with children birth through age twelve in loca child care programs. Students are given the opportunity to work in an off-
campus nursery school, a day care center, or community agency programs which address the needs of preschool
children. Additiondly students are required to gain adminidrative experience in the planning, managing and evauation of
programs in these same environments.



A Minor in Human Development

A minor in Human Development requires 18 semester hours of course work selected from the core and concentration
courses. See afaculty adviser for advice and assistance. A minor in human development could be an appropriate
complement to amgor in psychology, sociology, and socia work.

The Bachelor of Science degree requirements for the human development mgjor are the same as for the Bachelor of
Arts degree, except that instead of a foreign language the student must have six to eight semester hours form math,
science, or socid science courses in addition to courses completed for the generd education requirements. If you
choose to complete socid science coursesto satisfy this requirement it is best to work with your adviser in the selection
of these courses.

Career Opportunities

The Day Care Teaching and Administration Concentration, currently offered, is designed to prepare the student for
employment as ateacher or adminigirator in public and private child care centers and nursery schools as well asfor
professiond positions in extended care programs, Head Start programs, camp management positions, corporate day
care, and related child care programs.

Courses are available for the student who chooses to be in voluntary compliance with the early education teacher
preparation guidelines of the Nationd Association for the Education of Y oung Children (NAEY C).
