Course Objectives:  This course is to provide students with the basic tools used in microeconomic analysis.  Emphasis will be placed on the theory and applications of demand and supply, utility theory, pure competition, monopoly, production theory, and pricing of factors of production.

Required Supplies: A 10-digit calculator – graphing, scientific, financial, business, or tax calculators are not permitted in the classroom.  Cell phones which have calculators are not permitted.

Instructional Methods:  Class meetings will be a combination of lecture, discussion, demonstration, working problems in small groups and regular assignments. Class meetings will do more than simply repeat assigned readings in the textbook.

Before Coming to Class

Go to the restroom.

Cell phones must be turned off and out of sight.  They may not be used as a calculator during class time.

Classroom Policies

Remember that no absences of any nature will be construed as relieving you from responsibility for completing all work assigned. Just because you missed a class, doesn’t relieve you from the responsibility of learning the ideas and concepts discussed in class that day.
