
Residence Hall Move-In 
All parking lots and drop-off areas are for 

30-minute unloading only.  
Unload only in the area designated for your 

residence hall.  

You should unload your vehicle and have a 

family member stay with your items while a 

driver moves the vehicle to Lots CC or E 

near the Dedmon Center.   Shuttles will be 

running from Lots CC and E to Lot A 

throughout the day. 

Your cooperation will allow everyone access 

to his or her assigned residence hall.  

New students may begin moving in at 8:30 

AM on Friday, August 28th.  Returning stu-

dents may move in starting 8:30 AM on Sat-

urday, August 29th.   

Some carts and dollies will be available, but 

it is advisable to bring your own and to pack 

in boxes as much as possible. 

No parking or unloading will be permitted on 

sidewalks or grass at any time. 

By 7:30 A.M. on Monday, August 31, 2009, 

all residents’ vehicles must be moved to the 

appropriate Resident Student lots (BBF, CC, 

FF, Z).
