Student
teachers are expected to devote the bulk of their time and energies to meeting the commitments of
student teaching. Other commitments (work, other university courses, personal responsibilities) are not
considered acceptable excuses for failing to fulfill all the requirements of student teaching. If such
interference occurs, the student teacher will be given the option of withdrawing from student teaching or
making the personal adjustments necessary to give full attention to the program. Students must receive
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written permission from the Director of Music Education before being permitted to schedule additional
coursework during the semester of student teaching.
