Notes on GPR data from March 12, 2008
Line17.dt1 is the line that goes from the theater out to the start of the actual survey area. It’s about 300m long, which is about right. I don’t know if I’m seeing the ice/water boundary or not, but something sure is in the correct place.
Line18.dt1 is the first line that went up Line0 on the survey grid. Line0 is the 500m line, but we went to only about 34/35 meters since that feature was at y~30m. We looked back and saw a crack in the ice in about the right place. We marked that crack, painted an orange double-X on it (45 degree angles) and then went over it the 8 times to get all the way around the circle. In the data on the screen I can see easily where the data changes, and where it looks like fiducial marks are. I think this is good since it does appear that we may have the bottom of the ice. We’ll see…
Also, both of the 8-point patterns are in this file. I can see really nicely the place where Brian put three fiducial marks in one short span to mark the second star pattern clearly. I can see the crack at times, but not at all times. More on this later…
